
MAC Instructions

This walkthrough will show you how to:

1. Download from iTunes

2. Delete Songs/Empty Trash



Downloading From iTunes



Open iTunes and go to the iTunes tab 
at the top. Select Preferences, 
indicated by the RED arrow.



Select 
import 
settings



Select 
MP3 
encoder 
and 
then 
click OK



Now on your keyboard hold 
down the Control key while 
clicking on top of Name. This 
list will pop up, you can let 
go of the control key now. 
On the list make sure that 
Kind has a check mark next 
to it. This will let you know 
what format the songs are in. 
Once kind is checked off the 
pop up menu will disappear.



You will now see a column that says kind. 
You will see that there are different types 
of files. Those that say AAC audio file you 
will be able to convert to MP3 format. All 
others we will do proceeding this. So 
highlight any song that says AAC audio 
file by single clicking on it. 



Once the song is highlighted at the top select the Advanced tab.
Scroll down to Convert Selection to MP3. You will see a conversion 
bar under the iTunes at the top. Once that is finished there will be a 
duplicate of the song but under kind you will see MPEG audio file. 
Next step clicking and dragging to the SwiMP3.



Hold down the mouse key on top of 
the song that says MPEG audio file, 
and drag and drop it to the NO 
NAME drive. The song when it is 
moving looks like it is a ghost.



You will see a screen that says copying. 
Once this completed you can eject your 
player by dragging it to the trash. Once 
the player is ejected turn on the unit by 
holding down the button with the red 
writing on it. A green light will come on, 
when it does let go of the button. Now 
hold down the arrow key that has the plus 
sign on it. You should begin to hear music.



Deleting Songs from Your 
SwiMP3



Open the NO NAME drive by double 
clicking on it. While doing so drag it down 
to the trash. Make sure that before you try 
and load new songs onto the player you 
empty the trash. Otherwise the player will 
still recognize it as being in the NO NAME 
drive and as taking up space.
